Changes Sought to ‘No Child
Left Behind’ for Benefit of

School Transportation, Too

As President Barack Obama and the 111th U.S. Congress launch into
governing a vulnerable nation, the public can only guess what
programs and policies will survive in an unsteady economic
environment.

Education costs taxpayers some $500 billion a year. If you size that up
against what's gone out the door in emergency funding, education
funding is somewhere between the $700 billion forked over to the
banking industry last year and the $300 billion that

President Obama vows to cut out of the public tax liability this year.
That has left many in academic and school transportation circles
speculating about the future of education. During his campaign,
President Obama vowed to support education but also reform the No
Child Left Behind Act (NCLB).
